To achieve our vision, we will strive to organize large recycling bins per material to reduce the waste in the school. This will also help with getting the community involved by encouraging them to correctly dispose of their waste. We will identify a service provider who we will utilize to dispose of our collected recyclables.

To achieve our vision, we will strive to organize a demonstration from Rand Water/Water Wise to educate our learners on the importance of not wasting water.

To achieve our vision, we will strive to replace all florescent lightbulbs with LED lightbulbs to drastically reduce the energy consumption of the school.

To achieve our vision, we will strive to laisse with Ekurhuleni Department to organize a service provider for the donation or sponsorships of the recycling bins as well as a recycling organization we can dispose our collected recycling to.

We have identified a religious organization that will be donating 8 trees for planting (number requested by the committee). They will plant the trees on behalf of the school as their duty to the importance of the tree planting festival taking place during the year.

By identifying an underprivileged organization, Avril Elizabeth Home, who we will be collecting clothing, bottle caps, non-perishables, and toiletries for their members who suffer with severe mental disabilities. 
By encouraging the learners and community members to recycle paper and cardboard, plastics and tins as a way of helping to reduce our wastage and thereby protecting the environment.

By planting vegetables that are both healthy and tasty for the learners to eat, will provide them with the nutrients they need. This should also help in making them more susceptible to eating vegetables on their own. Although the school has a Feeding Scheme these extra vegetables will provide a variety of healthy foods the learners can enjoy. 
The vegetables identified for planting and harvesting are sweet potatoes, tomatoes, carrots, spinach, cabbage.

We have identified the City of Ekurhuleni who will assist the school in procuring the necessary recycling bins for collecting recyclable materials. They have mentioned an NGO that we can use as our service providers for the collection and sorting of the recyclable materials. We have received 2 large white bags and four metal drums, however, they are not sufficient for the amount of recycling we have been collecting from the community. 
A necessity for the large colour-coded bins are urgent as the community is on board with the recycling efforts of the school.
