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INTRODUCTION
This policy outlines the guidelines for the Eco-Club at Parkwood Primary. It will aim to educate and give learners the extended experience through environmental projects and outings. It will include excursions to broaden their knowledge and experiences, recycling, gardening to beautify the school surroundings as well as further develop the food garden with all participants be it regular members or volunteers. The teachers and volunteers from the Environmental organizations will endeavour to educate the learners through developmentally and appropriate experiences for learning within the Environmental sector, which aims at ultimately giving our planet earth purpose. The Eco-club will write to the School Governing Body and management requesting the establishment of the Environment Structure known as the Eco-Club as well as informing them of their vision.
1. PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES
Introduce and promote environmental awareness among students and staff.
Encourage responsibility and commitment towards the projects embarked on at the school as a contribution to the environment.
Inspire active participation in environmental conservation and sustainable activities.
Implement environmental projects within the school and the local community
Foster a culture of respect and care for conservation of flora and fauna in the environment at school and the broader community.
2. THE ENVIRONMENTAL CLUB IS ESTABLISHED TO
Encourage a group of interested learners in the Intermediate/Intersen Phases  as well as a maximum of 4 teachers of Parkwood Primary.
Commit to weekly meetings on Wednesday afternoons from 14H40 with a group of approximately 30 learners and the Teachers to facilitate and assist with various projects.

The club will become part of the Sustainable Schools structure which will extend our learning experiences and help to develop our children holistically.

3. Membership
A membership form for the learners will be completed by parents/guardians, annually. This is to inform their parents/guardians of the enviro club’s vision and the role of their child’s weekly participation and excursions when planned.

4. Structure and Leadership
 Teacher Coordinators shall be appointed by the school principal to oversee and support the enviro-club’s activities.

5. Meetings
The club will meet weekly or as needed.
Special meetings may be called for planning events or projects

6. Activities
The club shall undertake activities such as:
 Clean-ups of school grounds or surrounds.
Recycling drives
Tree, Flower planting at school or the community where and as needed. 
Attending Environmental awareness campaigns at school or other.
Participation in national/international environmental days (e.g., Earth Day, Arbor Day)
7. Code of Conduct
Members must attend meetings regularly as a commitment.
All members will be respectful, responsible, and committed to the club’s goals.
Activities should reflect the values of teamwork, integrity, and environmental stewardship.

8. Funding and Resources
The club may raise funds through school-approved activities and recorded manually for the Eco-club purposes.
Donations or sponsorships must be approved by school management.
All equipment, funds will be kept on record as PARKWOOD PRIMARY ECO-CLUB.

9. Monitoring and Reporting
The club shall maintain a record of activities and attendance.
An annual report shall be submitted to school leadership outlining achievements and future goals.

10. Review of Policy
This policy shall be reviewed annually by the club leadership and school administration.
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
